SIGNALS MADE ASHORE

THE START

10.1
Races will be started in accordance with RRS 26?, (Normal 5 minute rule)? Appendix S?(Alternate Sound signal 3 minute rule) Pick one
10.2
The starting line for Course Laser Radial/420/Thistle will be between the staff from which what does your flag look like? is displayed on the race committee signal boat at the starboard end and the course side of the port-end starting mark as described in SI 8.4.
10.3
The starting line for Course Optimist will be between the staff from which the what does this flag look like? is displayed on the race committee signal boat at the starboard end and the course side of the port-end starting mark.

10.4
Boats whose warning signal has not been made shall keep clear of the starting area and of all boats whose warning signal has been made. [DP]
10.5
A boat shall not start later than 2 minutes after her starting signal. [DP]
10.6
The Start/Finish Line will be an obstruction except when competitors are starting, or finishing [DP] (Use only when courses with mid leg starts are included in Illustration.) (i.e. the Start/Finish Line is closed.) Or The Start and Finishing marks are only marks of the course when a boat is starting or finishing. (i.e. the Start/Finish Line is open. Preferred) Pick one.

RECALLS - The Race Committee will hail the sail numbers of OCS boats. The failure of any boat to hear the hail, the accuracy of the hail, the hail of some but not all OCS boats, the untimely hail of some or all OCS boats, or failure to hail any or all boats shall not be grounds for granting redress. This changes RRS 62.1.

CHANGE TO THE NEXT LEG OF THE COURSE


To change the next leg, as allowed by RRS 33, the race committee will lay a new mark, move the finishing line or move the gate and remove the old mark as soon as practicable. The new Mark will be describe the mark. When in a subsequent change a new mark is replaced, it will be replaced by an original mark.

THE FINISH - The finishing line will be between a staff displaying describe your flag? flag on a race committee boat and the course side of the nearby finishing mark as described in SI 8.5.

TIME LIMIT - There is no time limit. Boats lagging significantly behind may, at the discretion of the RC, be finished on the course and awarded a finishing place determined by the RC so as to facilitate the start of the next race.

PROTESTS

15.1
Protests shall be written on forms available at the regatta desk and delivered there within 30 minutes after the time of the docking of the race committee signal boat for that competitor’s course.

15.2
Protests will be heard in approximately the order of receipt as soon as possible.

15.3
Protest notices will be posted within 15 minutes of the protest time limit to inform competitors where and when there is a hearing in which they are parties to a hearing or named as witnesses. This posting shall constitute the notification required by RRS 63.2 and RRS 61.1(b).

16
SCORING - A minimum of 1 race shall be sailed to constitute a series. As allowed by RRS A2, when 5 or more races are completed, a boat’s series score will be the total excluding her worst score.
17
SUPPORT BOATS
17.1
Except as noted in SI 16.2, team leaders, coaches and other support personnel shall not be in the racing area from the time of the preparatory signal for the first class to start until all boats have finished or the race committee signals a postponement, general recall or abandonment. [DP] [NP]
17.2
Optimist Green Fleet: Coaching is encouraged during the starting sequence, around marks, and for staying generally “on course.” Green Fleet support boats must identify themselves to the Race Committee and be careful not to interfere with any racing boats. Safety is paramount. [DP] [NP]
17.3
All coach boats and other support boats/support personnel must aid any competitor in distress or requesting assistance of any sort. [DP] [NP] 
17.4
All coach or support boats must check in with the Race Committee boat on the course they will be monitoring, and have VHF capabilities while on the water. [DP] [NP]
17.5
A boat that retires from a race shall notify the RC signal boat, or a safety boat. [DP] [NP]

DISPOSAL OF TRASH – Trash may be placed aboard support or official boats.
19
SAFETY REGULATIONS -  

19.1
All boats shall check-in with the RC boat displaying the "L" flag on their assigned race area before the first warning signal of the day; by sailing past the committee boat on starboard tack and hailing her sail number until acknowledged by the RC staff. [DP] [NP]
19.2
Safety boats should monitor the appropriate course channel and switch to the safety channel 5 to notify shore assistance when returning to shore with a competitor. [DP] [NP]
19.3
Assigned Radio channels are: Opti Course will use (Pick one), 420/Radial/Thistle course will use (Pick a different one). The safety channel will be 5.
